Royal Maundy Service

I was very honoured to be chosen to receive the Maundy Money from the Queen at the Cathedral
this year. The criteria for being chosen are having worked for the church and the community for a
long while and being old(!) | am sure that there are many folk in the Benefice that are equally
gualified so | would like to think that | was meeting the Queen on behalf of them as well.

It was a fantastic day. The Cathedral was packed, the music and the ceremonial were wonderful
and the Queen was absolutely charming. She came to each recipient as they stood in their
places (apparently this is the only occasion when the Monarch comes to us, normally we go to
her!). She gave each recipient a big smile, looked us in the eye and said congratulations, and
presented each of us with two purses containing the coins. She made the presentation to every
one of us very personal.

The Maundy Money consists of 84 pence, in denominations of 1p, 2p, 3p, and 4p (a groat) plus a
50 pence piece specially minted to commemorate the centenary of the founding of the Girl Guide
Association and a £5 coin to commemorate the 350" anniversary of the restoration of the Monar-

chy by Charles II.
